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                   Elizabeth Fry was born on 21st May 1780 in Norwich, England. She was sometimes known as the 'angel of prisons' as she believed that even prisoners should be treated with kindness. Elizabeth visited many dangerous prisons and was a very brave reformer. At the age of 18 Elizabeth took an interest in the poor, the sick and the prisoners. She took clothes and food to the poor, visited those who were sick and started a Sunday School for children. Elizabeth met Joseph Fry when she was 20 years old. They married on 19th August 1800 and had eleven children, five sons and six daughters. Elizabeth visited Newgate Prison, the worst prison in London. She was horrified by the conditions. Children were locked up with murderers just because their mothers were in prison. The cells were small and dirty and women and children slept on straw. Elizabeth met a woman called Harriet Skelton. This poor lady was caught using forged money and was hanged. Elizabeth and her friends set up a society in 1817 to make prisons better. She also helped other women set up groups to help people in prison. She met Queen Victoria and visited the king of France and the king of Prussia to talk about better prisons. Elizabeth inspired others by her example and became a role model for other women. Thanks to her, prisons became better places. Elizabeth Fry died from a stroke on 12th October 1845 in Ramsgate, Kent. Over one thousand people stood in silence during the burial.
